Recording a simple macro
We will now record a simple macro which will enable use to reveal or hide a worked solution.

Steps:

1. On your Dr Pythagoras worksheet, set the height of ROW 14 to be 130 (right click on row 14, choose row height, type 130)

2. Open the Word document ‘dr Pythagoras solution’.

3. Click on the Microsoft Equation object and copy (Ctrl+C)

4. Click on cell I14 on your spreadsheet and paste (Ctrl+V)

5. Hide Row 14 (right click on Row 14 and choose hide)

6. Click on an empty cell somewhere (e.g. A1)

7. Select Tools, Macro, Record New Macro
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Call the macro ‘Reveal’ and choose to store it in ‘This Workbook’ then click OK. Excel will now record everything you do until you click on the stop button on the floating window.
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Right click on Row 14 and choose unhide.

10. Click the ‘stop recording’ button. 

11. In AutoShapes > basic shapes, choose the bevel option and then draw a bevelled button starting in cell G9 and wide enough to hold text: “Show worked solution”. Right click on this shape and choose ‘Add Text’ then type the text. Highlight this and choose a suitable font size (e.g. 16)
12. Click off the button somewhere then right click on the button and choose ‘Assign Macro’. Pick ‘Reveal’ from the list of macros then ok. Hide Row 14 and then check the button works.

13. Click on an empty cell somewhere and then repeat the process for recording a macro but this time call the macro ‘Hide’ and use it to hide Row 14.

14. Make a new button and call it ‘Hide Worked Solution’ (You can copy the other button and then just assign your new macro to it.) Place the new button alongside the other button.
15. Check both buttons work
